Legislation in Germany – Gesetzgebende Institutionen

Bundestag/Federal Diet: 

The federal diet is the parliament of Germany. It consists of 598 members. One legislative period lasts 4 years.  The federal diet has various functions: its members elect the chancellor; the federal diet passes laws, decides upon the budget and controls the deployment of the military.

Bundesrat/Federal Council: 

The federal council is a constitutional organ of the German government. It consists of the different ministers of the different federal states. The federal council consists of representatives of the executive power, but forms as a whole a legislative organ.

Bundesverfassungsgericht/Federal Constitutional Court:

The Federal Constitutional Court represents the judiciary and is an independent constitutional organ that represents a guardian figure for the constitution.
Vermittlungsausschuss/Mediation Committee:
The Vermittlungsausschuss is a committee consisting of 16 members each, the Bundesrat and the Bundestag. The function of the Vermittlungsausschuss is to arrange the Bundesrat and the Bundestag to bring up compromises between them. The Vermittlungsausschuss is usually convoked, if a majority of the Bundesrat rejects a law given by the Bundestag.
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
