Economic Growth and Development
Economic growth measures an increase in real GDP (real Output). 
Development looks at a wider range of statistics than just GDP per capita. 

Measures of economic development will look at:
· Real income per head - GDP per capita 

· Levels of literacy and education standards 

· Levels of health care e.g. number of doctors per 1000 population 

· Quality and availibility of housing 

· Levels of environmental standards 

Factors affecting growth in developing countries
· Levels of infrastructure - e.g. transport and communication 

· Levels of corruption 

· Educational standards and labour productivity 

· Labour mobility 

· Flow of foreign aid and investment 

· Level of savings and investment
The Human Development Index (HDI) is an index combining normalized measures of life expectancy, literacy, educational attainment, and GDP per capita for countries worldwide. 

It is claimed as a standard means of measuring human development - a concept that, according to the United Nations Development Program (UNDP), refers to the process of widening the options of persons, giving them greater opportunities for education, health care, income, employment, etc. 

The basic use of HDI is to rank countries by level of "human development", which usually also implies to determine whether a country is a developed, developing, or underdeveloped country.
